• The project is still in its early stages of design, planning 

and assessment.

• While it's very early, the project is currently planned to 

include a mixture of wind, solar and battery.

 This project is expected to generate:

⚬ Up to 250 megawatts of wind power with 

approximately 30-36 turbines;

⚬ Up to 150 megawatts of solar power;

⚬ A battery storage system with a capacity of up to 

200 megawatts, providing around 800 megawatt 

hours of storage for about four hours. 

• The project team is currently focused on carrying out 

technical studies and environmental assessments 

needed to shape a well-informed and responsible 

project design. This includes detailed surveys on flora, 

fauna, heritage, noise and social factors.

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• Avoidance of impacts on native flora and fauna has been a 

critical priority, and we are also implementing minimum 1.5km 

setbacks from all non-host dwellings in accordance with 

industry best practice.

• The Project team from Lightsource bp want to make sure the 

information shared is accurate and reflects the most up-to-

date project details.

• While the team can’t be here in person this evening, they look 

forward to participating in future community events and 

forums, continuing to build relationships, and facilitating 

open dialogue as the project progresses.

• We commit to ensuring that the community of Narrogin and 

surrounds has a full opportunity to ask questions and provide 

feedback on the project design and any proposed planning 

application before lodgement. We expect to hold a 

Community Information Day for this purpose early next year.
